STALLHOLDER TERMS & CONDITIONS 2026

Booking
The booking is for a space for your stall only. Stallholders must provide all equipment required (gazebo, table, chair,
signage, float...). Please provide a rubbish bin if your stall will generate waste.

The EWFEST Committee reserves the right not to accept a booking for any reason. We aim to offer a varied mix of
stalls and space is limited. If your booking is not accepted, you will be informed by email as soon as possible.

All stallholders must hold valid Public Liability Insurance. A copy of the policy must be uploaded with your applica-
tion, or emailed to stalls@ewfest.co.uk in advance of the event.

Your booking is not confirmed until you’ve made full payment for your pitch.

On the Day
EWFEST runs from 2pm to 10.30pm. All stallholders are required to remain open until at least 6pm. You are welcome
to continue trading until the event closes.

Access to the site is via Sayers Croft Drive only. Directions will be emailed to you in advance of the day.

Set-up is permitted from 11am and stalls must be ready to trade by 2pm. After unloading, vehicles must be moved
to the designated parking area.

Very Important: No vehicles on site to move between 1.30 & 6pm. Marshals will be available to supervise
movements during set up and after 6pm. Find a committee member / marshal (wearing orange hi-vis) before
moving. A traffic flow plan will be sent to you before the event. Follow one way systems.

If it is essential for a vehicle to remain with a stall, this must declared on your application (and pay the extra charge)
so the stall can be positioned appropriately. Spaces where cars can be adjacent to pitches are limited.

We aim to provide WiFi for all stallholders, but this is not guaranteed.

Electricity is not available. Generators are permitted for food stalls only and must be agreed in advance.

No dangerous items, naked flames, or hazardous equipment are permitted. Stallholders are responsible for ensur-
ing their stall and equipment are safe and comply with health and safety requirements. Gazebos must be securely
anchored. Nothing should be positioned in walkways.

The event will proceed in most weather conditions. Stallholders are responsible for weatherproofing their stalls.

Stallholders’ rubbish must be taken away by stallholders at the end of the event. Please avoid the use of single use
plastics.

The organisers accept no responsibility for loss, theft, or damage to stallholders or their property.

EWFEST Committee reserves the right to require a stallholder to leave the site if these terms are not complied with.

Cancellation & Refunds
If the Ewhurst Carnival is cancelled, stallholders will receive a 100% refund of the pitch fee paid. If a stallholder can-
cels before 1st June, 50% of the pitch fee will be refunded. Cancellations made after 1st June are non-refundable.

Food & Drink Stalls
Details of any food or drink being sold for consumption at EWFEST must be declared on the application form.

Food and drink stalls are charged at a different rate. This will be agreed in advance and confirmed by email. If paying
a percentage of takings payment is due within 14 days of the event.

Food stalls must be registered with their local Environmental Health Office, and all food handlers must have appro-
priate hygiene training.

Stalls selling alcohol must declare their registration and license to sell alcohol and are responsible for obtaining their
own Temporary Event Notice (TEN).

Any use of generators must be declared and approved in advance. These must be positioned away from walkways.
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
